Council plan to value major trees

Cut
Fee?

What value 
would you place 
on this magnificent 
gum tree if it were 
to be cut down for 
development purposes? 

A NEW initiative which would protect
Blackwood’s trees on public land is being
considered by Mitcham Council.   

Late last year, Council requested a report on
potential methodologies to value Council owned
trees on the benefits trees contribute to the envi-
ronment and community. 

Its approach involved adopting the City of
Melbourne's valuation methodology to provide a
valuation for street trees and trees on public land
together with an approach to the State
Government to allow local councils to seek
development bonds from developers for pro-
posed projects that might impact on public infra-
structure.

“Giving trees a dollar value reflecting their
environmental and community values is a new
and potentially important initiative to maintain
and enhance Mitcham’s extensive urban forest,”
confirmed a Council spokesman. 

“Historically, street trees have not been valued
in monetary terms and were therefore unlikely to
be adequately considered during development
planning. Council has observed that many trees
have been removed and the benefits they provid-
ed lost to the community.”

Cr Mark Ward felt the present development
laws puts trees in peril of being lopped out.
“Putting a dollar value on trees highlights their
plight and will increase their protection,” he said.

Commenting on the development bonds, Cr
Jane Silbereisen highlighted the extent of dam-
ages to an increasing number of construction
projects amounts to a substantial cost to council.
“Repair work has to be done, and if council is to
avoid another increase in rates to cover this, then
a bond structure is one sensible solution,” she
said. “I believe this will be a fair policy, apply
minimal costs to the development applicant, and
avoid an increase in rates which would then need
to be borne by the whole community.”

Although it does not include a dollar valuation
for each tree at this time, Council is currently
undertaking an audit of street trees for tree man-
agement purposes. To date, the audit has identi-
fied over 28,000 street trees in the plains with a
further 18,000 street trees in the hills. The audit
of street trees in Blackwood will be completed
by 2013. 

“The City of Mitcham values trees as a key
community asset. They are a fundamental part of

the City’s appearance and highly valued by our
community. Council is seeking to protect the
community’s investment in infrastructure and
street trees so that they are both protected for
current and future generations,” concluded the
Council spokesman.

Council has postponed further action regarding
valuing trees pending development of
Regulations under Section 245A of the Local
Government Act 1999. ❐❐
